	In King County this interview is conducted by the medical director directly with the patient or surviving spouse or partner.  The interview is not conducted until one month after the event (if the patient dies) or after discharge.  The medical director identifies him/herself and states the purpose of the call is to answer any questions about the event and to ask a few questions about the circumstances associated with the cardiac arrest.  Of course if the patient died, the medical director expresses his/her sympathy.
